An Example of Chiasm of Revelation 14.9-11 
 

 A. “If anyone worships the beast and his image and receives his mark on the forehead or on the hand,  
  B.  he, too, will drink of the wine of God’s fury, which has been poured full strength into the cup of  
   his wrath.  
   C He will be tormented with burning sulfur in the presence of the holy angels and of the  
    Lamb.  
   C1 And the smoke of their torment rises for ever and ever.  
  B1 There is no rest day or night for    
 A1 those who worship the beast and his image, or for anyone who receives the mark of his name.”  
 
Chiasm is a literary device that helps us focus on a passage. Here, in v.9-11, we find the outer section (A, A1) focuses on 
the objects of God’s wrath—those who worship the beast and his image and receive his mark. The B, B1 section, while 
having no verbal correspondence, stresses the theme of God’s wrath. The center piece of the passage (C, C1) has the 
repeated word “torment” which warns of the utterly irrevocable nature of God’s wrath and reminds the redeemed of what 
we have been saved from.
